What to Bring

The following is a list of things you should bring to camp.  The camp has a laundry facility and each cabin group may do laundry one time during a two week session.  Please mark all clothing and personal items with labels, stamps, or indelible ink.
Essentials:
· Sleeping bag or three or four blankets.

· Set of sheets for bunk beds (if using blankets).

· Pillow and pillow case.

· Towel(s), wash cloth(s), handkerchiefs.

· Week’s supply of underwear.

· Two pair of shoes and 6 pair of socks.

· Clothing should consist mostly of jeans and shirts.  Don’t bring tank-tops or mini-skirts.  As for shorts, knee-length sports wear and walking shorts are permitted.  Emphasis on knee-length.

· Some casual dress clothes for worship and the Appreciation Dinner is suggested.

· Raincoat or poncho and puddle boots are a must for rainy days.

· Heavy sweater, jacket, and/or wind-breaker.

· Laundry bag.

· Toiletry items: soap, shampoo, toothbrush, etc.  If at all possible, please do not bring glass containers.

· Flashlight and extra batteries.

· And most importantly - a Bible and note taking items.


Optional items:
· Hiking boots or shoes.  There are some nature hikes that can be taken if one has rubberized boots or overshoes.

· Small backpack for carrying lunch, canteen, rain gear, etc., when going on a hike or canoe trip.

· Camera and film.

· Baseball gloves, etc.

· Fishing equipment.  For those 16 or older, a fishing license is required.

· Swimming suit and beach towel or robe.

· Compass.

· Canteen or water-bottle.
